What does the Charis Board Do? By Maret Ryan

The Charis Board is more than just a few people coming together once per month to meet and exchange ideas. The
Board is a group of 15 dedicated individuals who love the Charis ministry, believe God has called them to serve in the
prison and who are committed to seeing the Charis ministry thrive and grow. They know that the mission of Charis
can only happen through intentional purpose and planning.

Here are some of the things that happen at the Board level:

Visioning: members spend time at each meeting and at annual retreats trying to discern God’s will for the Charis
ministry and implementing strategies that keep the ministry following God’s path. Remaining true to the mission
statement allows the ministry to stay focused.

Weekend Preparation: Providing supplies and materials for the weekend doesn’t happen on its own, but through the
dedicated efforts of Board members who ensure that manuals are provided, team teachings and training materials are
developed and that the practical supplies needed for the weekend are purchased, gathered and ready.

Relationship with the prisons: We want to be the best volunteers possible in the Department of Corrections and
Bureau of Prisons, which means the Board must expend a lot of effort communicating with the institutions and the
volunteers. The training we provide each team is a vital part of maintaining a quality relationship with the prisons.

Communication: The Olive Branch and website are the main avenues of communication to our volunteers. We also
try to link with other outside resources in the Cursillo communities through intentional effort on our part.

Recruiting: New volunteers are vital to the health and longevity of the Charis ministry. As always a personal
invitation from Charis volunteers is our best resource in recruiting new volunteers.

Policies and procedures: Developing consistent practices helps us maintain uniformity within our weekends. These
common practices help us present a united front as Christian volunteers and allow us to focus on what brings us
together as followers of Christ and not what divides us.

There’s much work for all to do, but there’s also much reward.
